Titanic Found

September 1, 1985—0n this day, 73
years after it struck an iceberg and
sank, the wreck of the ocean liner
Titanic was found. A team of French
and American scientists used sonar
and special underwater video to
locate the legendary ship. It had
broken in half in
the icy North
Atlantic, and set-
tled on the ocean
floor about 12,500
feet below the
surface. After the
discovery, researchers found many of
the ship’s artifacts, including passen-
gers’ letters, journals, and jewelry.
They also found china from the
Titanic’s dining room.
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
